EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S REPORT:
Electric Auction- The Executive Committee decided to hold our auction for electricity from a period of May 4, 2010 up to and including May 12, 2010. The opt out notice for the electric auction was sent to our membership on March 30, 2010.  The deadline for returning the notice is April 30, 2010.  A copy of the notice was found on page 5 of the agenda and reviewed by the committee.
Mr. Fastiggi indicated that the SEM would potentially have 24 auctions for electric.  He presented the committee with a presentation which walked them through an educational process as well as the proposed auction.  The committee decided to advertise to the membership that the strike price would be at least 5% below the current price.  The SEM would not award a contract if the price came above the 5%.
Professional Contracts- A discussion took place on the professional contracts.  The contracts will be for a term of one year, except for the position of energy consultant.  The RFQ was written that allowed for a 2 year term for that position.  The Committee decided to approve the vendor contracts as presented for a one year term.  They also instructed the SEM attorney to research to determine if a multi-year contract is allowable by law.
